This past month, IÕve been focusing a lot on what 

Ònew lifeÓ really means. It started during Easter service at 
my church. My pastor said that Jesus came not to make life 
better but to bring new life. The two words are relatively 
simple apart. The definition of ÒnewÓ is Òrecently made, 
replacing existing one, revived or different.Ó The definition 
of ÒlifeÓ is Òthe whole time somebody is alive.Ó But 
together, these words have great impact. Jesus came to 
bring Ònew life,Ó a different way of living, a way of being 
alive not dead. This struck me as my pastor also said that 
Jesus rose for me just as much as He died for me. 

I love the passage in Luke 24 when the two women 
go looking for JesusÕ body in the tomb. The angels say to 
the women, ÒWhy do you look for the living among the 
dead? He is not here. He has risen!Ó (v.5,6). I think 
sometimes it is so easy for me to live my life like it is still 
Friday, the day of crucifixion versus Sunday, the day of 
resurrection. I have to remind myself that Jesus came not 
only to die for me and my sins but also to raise from the 
dead for me that I might have new life, a different life.  

Paul says in Romans 6, ÒWe were therefore buried 
with Him through baptism into death in order that, just as 
Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the 
Father, we too may live a new lifeÓ (v.4). We can live in our 
new lives with the help of the Holy Spirit. We can choose 
life over death that comes from sin.
